Purpose of Meeting

1 To hear public testimony regarding the addition of a
county to the Rifle River Outlet Drain drainage district
according to Michigan Drain Code Section 197(3).

2 Previously, a Drainage Board Meeting was held on
August 30", 2021. The Drainage Board did not
reach a decision as to the addition of land in
Ogemaw County to the Rifle River Outlet Drain
Drainage District at the time. This was to ensure all
property owners within the current and proposed
drainage district received notice of the meeting.

Drain commissioner determines that drainage district should
be revised and sends notice to Director of MDARD

Director of MDARD calls a meeting of the drainage board,
which includes the drain commissioners of involved counties

Notice is given to persons owning land and all counties, cities,
townships, and villages within proposed revised district

Drainage board hears testimony from the public regarding
the proposed revised drainage district

Drainage board determines if addition of county is
necessary

Drain between Ogemaw and Arenac Counties

1 Proceedings were never completed

0 Separate proceedings established the “Rifle River
Outlet Drain” in Arenac County in 1950
1 Drain route shown on map
JApprox. 1.5 miles long

11950’s assessment district area: 116 sq. miles
Includes only Arenac County
